The following is a summary of the requirements that are unique to Federal Reserve Bank’s procurement environment, as detailed in the Excel Delta’s document.

Purchase Order Specifics (Tab 1) 
· New, Change, and Cancel POs are in scope.
· Catalog, Non-Catalog, Contract with Release PO, and Material PO with Service Line Item are in scope.
· Payment terms will be sent on all POs.
· Ship To Address will be sent at the Header Level.  All Ship To Addresses will have an Address ID
· There will not be a Taxable Flag on the PO as Federal Reserve Bank (FRB) is nontaxable.  All vendors should have tax exempt certificates on file and if not, please request it from FRB.
· Legacy POs will be marked in the Header Level Extrinsic “AribaNetwork.LegacyOrders” and can only be used for invoicing or for data and shouldn’t be fulfilled by the supplier.

Invoice Specifics (Tab 2) 
· Required addresses and IDs: Bill To & Remit To.
· If taxes are sent, they should only be at the Header Level.
· Suppliers can send invoice attachments.
· Suppliers can reference a contract on an invoice.
· Suppliers can cancel invoices they create.
· Suppliers can reuse invoice numbers when invoices are in “Canceled”, “Rejected”, or “Failed” status.
· Invoices can be backdated up to 3 days.
· Invoices must reference a PO.
· Suppliers can enter discounts at the Header Level.
· Suppliers do not have to send payment terms on the invoice.
· Additional Charges can be sent at either the Header or Line Level.

Order Confirmation Specifics (Tab 3)  
· Order Confirmations (OC) are OPTIONAL.
· Suppliers must provide a reason when they reject an order at the header or line level.
· Suppliers can enter comments on order confirmations at the line-item level for confirmed or backordered items.
· Suppliers can enter the estimated shipping date on OCs at the Line-Item level.
· Suppliers can enter comments on OCs at the Line-Item level for confirmed or backordered items.

Ship Notice Specifics (Tab 4) 
· Advanced Ship Notices (ASN) are OPTIONAL.
· Suppliers can cancel ship notices that they create.
· Suppliers can edit existing ship notices.

Credit Memo (Tab 5) 
· Suppliers can send Header Level Credit Memos.
· Suppliers can also send Line Item Credit Memos for Price or Quantity Adjustments.
· Suppliers must provide a reason for each credit memo.

(c) If Supplier is manufacturing or supplying any Goods or performing Services based on drawings, specifications, plans, or other intellectual property provided by Buyer ("Buyer IP"), Buyer grants Supplier a limited license to use such Buyer IP solely for performing Supplier's obligations under the PO. Supplier shall promptly return all Buyer IP to Buyer when Supplier completes its performance or at any other time Buyer requests. (e) The PO is Buyer's offer and will be binding when Supplier accepts the order by any means, including written acceptance, an order confirmation sent in the Ariba Network ("AN"), delivery of any of the Goods or Services, or acceptance of any payment relating to the PO, whichever occurs first. 2.Fulfillment.  (a) Supplier will deliver Goods on the date(s) specified in the PO and to the "Ship To" address in the PO ("Delivery Location") during Buyer's normal business hours or as otherwise instructed by Buyer.  Supplier must include the PO number on all related shipping documents, packing slips, invoices, and correspondence.  Supplier will perform Services according to the specifications and schedule in the PO and subject to any agreed acceptance criteria.  Supplier is responsible for coordinating all Services to be furnished under the PO. Supplier will cooperate with Buyer's other suppliers and service providers when performing Services. (b) Time is of the essence in performance of the PO.
